Sanctuary 
Refugee Foundation was proud to support him 
with an airfare loan, so he could finally get to 
Australia and live in safety with his family.

David’s playing was truly 
spectacular and Amy Corkery is an extremely 
talented singer. George Negus gave a very 
meaningful talk about the lack of compassion 
for refugees.
