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The Sanctuary Benefit Dinner featuring ABCs Kerry O'Brien 
was held on March 31. He interviewed Fatima Ibrahim from 
Iraq who recounted the amazing story of her familys escape 
from Iraq. They were reunited with her husband, Kazem, 
when he finally arrived here from Beirut in July 2006, just 
before the bombing of Lebanon. 
 
The event raised $9,345 which will provide interest-free 
airfare loans for 8 unfunded refugees. This money will then 
be gradually repaid by the families and recycled to help 
others in need.
