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More refugee families have arrived safely in Australia 
recently, thanks to the great work of members and 
ongoing community support. Our revolving travel loan 
fund assists refugees approved under the Special 
Humanitarian Program (Visa 202) whose airfares are 
unfunded. Once settled, they gradually repay their 
interest free loan, over 2 to 3 years, and it is then 
recycled to help others. New arrivals include: 
 
�  The Paul Alana Daniel family (parents with 

7children) from Kyangwali refugee camp in 
Uganda, lovingly settled by Brisbane Sanctuary.   

�  The Wolde family of five, Ethiopians from Kakuma 
have settled well, helped by Brisbane Sanctuary.  

�  The Marthur Makur family of 8 from Kakuma 
Refugee camp are now happily settled in Dorrigo 
with great support from Dorrigo Sanctuary group. 

�  The Ojak family (5 members) arrived from Cairo 
on Dec 26 are being assisted by relatives in 
Newcastle. 

�  The Derder family,3 orphans with their 2 aunties, 
arrive in Coffs Harbour from Uganda Feb.10. 

�  Ethiopian and Sudanese families are due soon, 
eagerly awaited by the Albury Sanctuary group. 

�  A Burmese family is due soon in Coffs Harbour. 
 
These airfare loans total approximately $46,000.A 
huge thank you to all of the generous people and 
Organisations who have made this possible. All of 
this money will be continually recycled to help others.
